Johnny takes down the binoculars and consults a map he
has al ready opened onto the hood of his car.

CLOSE ON: A TOPOGRAPHI CAL NAP

Johnny's finger traces a winding country road that | ooks
like it mght take himin the direction of the nountain.

Johnny's car runs out of road in front of a stand of trees.

He slows to a stop and gets out.

Johnny consi ders the boundary of vegetation that lies
before him-- this is where the unknown begins. He takes
a daypack and his cane out of the car, and slans the door.
He heads with resolve into the trees.

EXT. W LDERNESS - DAY - SERI ES OF DI SSOLVES:

-- Johnny wal king through a stand of trees.

-- Crossing a small stream

-- Standing on hillside, scanning with binocul ars.

-- Wl ki ng through another stretch of trees and brush,
nore dense, nore genuine wlderness. Alittle tired,
Johnny sits down on a rock in a small clearing to catch
hi s breat h.

The SOUND of quiet drumm ng. Johnny is puzzled. He |ooks
ar ound.

JOHANNY' S POV - A FALLEN TREE TRUNK

Nearby is being softly "beaten" over and over again by a
breeze blown plant. The sound is strangely suggestive of
a drum

RESUME

The breeze suddenly turns into a cold wind, and Johnny is

Johnny is wal king along a narrow, brush-lined path al ong
the top of a steep incline. The wilderness is absolutely
silent. The path he is on seens ancient. As if countless
creatures have cut this arrow across the |andscape. His
footsteps fall rhythmcally on the earth, syncopated
because of the cane, strangely like a drum.. suddenly he
hears a distant, rushing ROAR .. Johnny reacts..

NEW ANGLE - JOHNNY I N A VI SI ON 18
A blinding light fromabove al nost whites out the scene..

the ROAR fl ashes by.

RESUVE 19
As the vision ends but Johnny finds hinself disoriented

and off-balance -- he tries to turn around and his cane
catches on a rock that slips out fromunder him

Johnny suddenly pitches sideways, off the path and down

the steep incline!

EXT. STEEP | NCLI NE - DAY 20
Johnny tunbles and rolls and slides al ong the rough ground,
trying desperately to stop hinself, finally smashing up

agai nst a clunp of vegetation, which breaks the fall.

Several tense nonents pass as Johnny catches his breath.

He tries to nove his leg and groans with the effort. H's
trousers are torn and his leg is bleeding. He stares up
at the incline to mark the fall -- it's along clinb to
the top. He takes out the cell phone, opens it.

RESUME

Trying not to panic, he scans the slope for his daypack --
which is a few feet further down the incline.

Johnny | ocates his cane, several feet away. Struggling,

he crawls toward it. Agonizing seconds |ater, he grabs
t he cane--

EXT. ROCKY I NCLINE - VISION - DAY

ROSCOE is holding the cane al oft.

Johnny appears at the opening, shoving hinself with the
cane into the cleft.

He drags hinself over toward the wall, reaches down to
check his leg -- the torn pants above his knee are soaked
in blood. Johnny takes off his belt (or uses a piece of
his ripped trousers), loops it inside the torn fabric,

al ong his upper thigh, and pulls it into a rough tourniquet
to stop the bl eeding.

Johnny | eans back against the wall to catch his breath,
his hand reaches out to the rock face for support, and on
cont act - -

Move across the rock, dissolving to replace one another.
Scrawming with marker, pen, knife, bright clay, burnt
stick.

As Johnny feels a sudden chill he kicks sonmething in the
dark. He casually picks it up - and it's an old crushed
beer can... as he touches the can, he hears the SOUND of

He turns to
find, not a neteor but --

The roar becones only the popping of the green wood, the
brightness nerely fromthe fl anes.

who slowy turns toward the source --

Native Anmerican, about Johnny's age, dressed conpletely
in deerskin clothing, sitting by his own small fire,
beating on a flat drum hoop with a drunstick, eyes closed,
in concentration or even sem -trance.

The man is wearing feathers and dried plants woven into
his Iong black hair. Two narrow green vertical |ines
ri se above his nosebridge onto his forehead.

This is a vision froma tine |ong before Europeans | anded
on this continent.

Johnny sees an knife carved fromantler held in a sheath

agai nst the Shaman's chest -- Johnny then gl ances down at
the antler shard in his owmm hand. Cearly it is the sane
object -- now worn snooth by the centuries.

( CONTI NUED)
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CONTI NUED:
And this is what's causing the vision.

Johnny watches as the man starts to speak a single word,
eyes still closed.

SHANVAN
(wel com ng)
Kwai ... Kwai... Kwai...
Johnny stares, fascinated -- when a sudden sharp pain in

his | eg makes himcry out. He turns away, and as he does
SO --

NEW ANGLE - THE SHAMAN

Opens his eyes and turns toward the SOUND of Johnny's
voi ce -- and sees Johnny!

The Shaman reacts wth amazenent -- he is both frightened
and excited. As if he both expected and feared the arrival
of this apparition. He stops beating the drum and stays
conpletely still. [Is Johnny a Denon? A Spirit CGuide?

How to tell the difference?

He stares at the antler shard in Johnny's hand, then
gl ances down at the antler knife in his sheath. Just as
Johnny di d, he concludes that they are sonehow connect ed.

As he wat ches, Johnny -- still facing away fromhim --
drops the antler fragnent. And instantly disappears from
t he Shaman's vi sion.

SHAMAN
(puzzl ed)

And anytine we're alone with the Shanman we're in the
ANCI ENT CAVE (i.e., no graffiti but wwth a small pool of
wat er that doesn't exist in Johnny's era.)

The Shaman thinks for a nmonent. He puts down the drum
and drunstick. He stands, takes out the antler knife and
waves it in the air. He shakes it once or tw ce, then
points it at the place where Johnny was standi ng before
he di sappear ed.

SHAMAN
(a command)
Pi on n'wi gomok!

Not hi ng happens. Cearly, he is trying to make Johnny
reappear, but doesn't know exactly how.

( CONTI NUED)
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CONTI NUED:  ( 2) 28

He wal ks over to exactly where Johnny was standi ng and
tosses the knife down just as Johnny dropped the shard,
and cries out in nock pain, imtating the sanme cry Johnny
gave. He |ooks around expectantly -- but no Johnny.

The Shaman thinks hard about this problem And seens to
have an idea. He picks the antler knife up off the ground,
goes and sits back down next to his fire, taking the drum
i n hand.

Then he starts to slowy beat on the drumwith the antler
knife, using it as drunstick. As he closes his eyes in
concentration- -

CLOSE ON: THE DRUM 29

Drawn across its surface is the sinple but el egant
Pal aeolithic image of a man with a cane.

FADE QOUT:
END OF ACT ONE
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ACT TWO

Johnny is lying on his side, straining to light the snal
pile of wood he has collected wwth the old lighter he
found. The lighter sends out a spark with each try --
but not hi ng cat ches.

Suddenly, he grits his teeth at a shooting pain in his
leg. He rolls over onto his back and pulls hinself
backwards and up against the rock wall to | ook at the
leg. Blood is dried and caked onto the torn up trousers,
it's a real ness.

The near sublimnal SOUND of drunmng. So faint it m ght
be the wi nd agai nst the rocks outside. Johnny gl ances
down and spots the shard of antler nearby. He considers
for a monent -- it has a good sharp edge al ong one side --
then picks it up.

CUT TO

THE SHAMAN (I NT. ANCI ENT CAVE - DAY) 31

Striking his drumquietly but insistently with his antler
kni f e.

| NCLUDE JOHNNY

who suddenly APPEARS out of thin air. The Shaman reacts --
it worked! But Johnny is facing slightly away from him
using the antler shard he has just picked up to cut the
torn trousers fromhis injured I eg. Johnny does not yet
know anyone el se is there.

The Shaman stops beating the drum sets it aside, but
keeps hold of his knife.

Johnny suddenly feels as though he's being watched. He
slowy turns -- the Shaman | ooks qui ckly away the nonent
Johnny's gaze finds him

Johnny stares at the man for a nonent, then at the antler
objects in both their hands.

The Shaman pretends to busy hinself by tossing another
pi ece of wood onto his fire, but Johnny isn't buying it.

Johnny grabs his cane, struggles to his feet and takes a
few halting steps closer, getting a better ook at him

( CONTI NUED)
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CONTI NUED:

He | eans way over, stares right into the Shaman's face --
it'"s a comc nonent as the Shaman avoids his eyes, still
fei gning ignorance of Johnny's presence. Then Johnny

| eans up and turns away.

The Shaman gl ances up at himas Johnny whi ps back around
and their eyes |ock.

JOHNNY
(amazed)
You can see ne.

Inti mdated, the Shaman instantly throws down the antl er
knife in his hand -- and di sappears!

Johnny considers this strange devel opnent for a several
seconds, trying to process what he has just experienced.
He | ooks closely at the antler shard in his hand. Then:

THE SHAMAN
suddenl y appears again, noving toward Johnny with antler

knife in one hand, a gourd in the other. Hi s voice is
chal | engi ng.

SHANMAN
Awani gi a?!
Johnny reacts to this next developnent -- trying not to
freak out at the sight of the knife raised toward him
JOHNNY
(cautious)

Hey. How you doin?

Johnny shifts his own shard of the sane knife into a ready
defensive position, held up near his chest. The tw stand
face-to-face staring at each other.

The Shaman suddenly points with the knife and shakes the
gourd -- it is filled wwth tiny pebbles that nmake it rattle
| oudly. He shouts.

SHAMAN
Kadgwi achi wal daman?!

He circles Johnny only inches away fromhim And Johnny
turns his head to follow, eyes w de, keeping his shard
ready. The Shaman circles himentirely, facing himthe
entire tinme, shaking the gourd.

JOHNNY
l"msorry if I'mtrespassing--

( CONTI NUED)
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CONTI NUED: (2)

The Shaman suddenly HOALS in his face -- as if to scare
hi m away. Johnny pulls back slightly but doesn't flee.

The Shaman stops, intimdated again. He takes a step
back. He seens al nost ready to bolt.

JOHNNY
Look, | don't know what's happeni ng
here any nore than you do. But
| "' m guessing fromthe deerskin
pants that you lived a long tine
ago.

The Shaman obvi ously doesn't understand a word. But Johnny
is saying it aloud for his own benefit, trying to puzzle
t hi ngs out.

JOHNNY
So maybe |I'm having a vision of
the past and you're having a vision
of the future and this knife of
yours. ..

He waves the antler shard in his hand.

J OHNNY
...1s the link between us.

The Shaman just stares at himfor a nonent, then suddenly
how s again, and shakes the gourd right in his face--

I nstinctively, Johnny reaches out and grabs hold of it.
And on contact - -

The sudden SOUND of a distant rushing ROAR outside, and
the light in the cleft brightens. Johnny turns toward
it, reacts.

In a panic at the roaring sound that he too can hear, the
Shaman yanks the gourd out of Johnny's hand, steps back
and throws down his knife -- vanishing as he does so.

But Johnny has been gal vani zed into action, he drops the
antler shard and bolts toward the entrance, covers a short
di stance then falls, losing the cane! He cries out,
clutching his leg. Despite severe pain and the inmmobile

| eg, he drags hinself forward, as the rushing ROAR grows
and the light gets brighter.

He nakes it to the outer edge of the cleft, and stares
into the sky--

arcs past with a deafening roar and snashes into the side
of the small distinctive nountain Johnny saw in his vision,
exploding in fire and debris.

Then he glances up toward
the clear blue sky in the direction he saw t he neteor
first appear. Johnny is conpletely energized, despite
the pain -- this is exactly what he wanted to see.
