The FI RE ALARM begins ringing as energency |lights cone on
in the control room and the security panel springs back
tolife, but the nonitors reveal the main power is still
out, only a few dimenergency lights illum nating the
exhibition hall. Frightened VISITORS struggle to find
the exits on every screen. VI SI ON ENDS

Security Guard, then checks the clock -- 9:50.
